How dangerous is H1N1 influenza?   
Any flu can be dangerous.  Approximately 36,000 people die from complications from seasonal influenza each year.  In comparison, deaths from H1N1 influenza have been low.  Please contact your medical provider if you have flu-like symptoms and are pregnant or have a chronic illness (diabetes, asthma or other respiratory disease, heart disease, kidney disease, liver disease, neurocognitive and neuromuscular disorders, weakened immune system, etc.).
